The first round of the National Championships – the Branch Eliminator - is to be held at Crewe Pool, Flag Lane, Crewe on Saturday 18th June starting at 6.00pm.

The competition has 4 events – Life Support Initiative, Aquatic Initiative, Line Throw and Swim and Tow and all competitors must compete in all 4 events.

Teams events:



Junior boys and junior girls – must be between 12 and 14 on 31st December 2011, and hold a current Lifesaving 3, Bronze Medallion, Rookie Silver Level 3 or Assistant Beach Lifeguard.



Senior boys and senior girls – must be between 15 and 17 on 31st December 2011, and hold any current Lifesaving 3, Bronze Medallion, Award of Merit, Distinction or Pool or Beach Lifeguard qualification including Assistant Beach Lifeguard.

Individual events:



Ladies and men – must be 16 or over on 31st December 2011, and hold any current Bronze Medallion, Award of Merit, Distinction or Pool or Beach Lifeguard Qualification including Assistant Beach Lifeguard.



Masters ladies and masters men – age groups; 30-39, 40-49, 50-59 and 60+years, and hold any current Bronze Medallion, Award of Merit, Distinction or Pool or Beach Lifeguard Qualification including Assistant Beach Lifeguard.

All competitors must be in current individual membership of the RLSS by midday on the Monday before the Branch Eliminator and must remain in membership throughout the championships.

To establish and maintain standards of conduct and behaviour conducive to good sportsmanship, RLSS UK (Liverpool and District Branch) has incorporated the CCPR Charter into this competition. 

Competitors and Clubs – must abide by both the laws and spirit of the sport and accept decisions of Judges and Referees without question or protestation. They must not cheat and must exercise self control at all times. Competitors must accept success and failure, victory and defeat with good grace and without excessive display of emotion and must treat their fellow competitors with due respect at all times.

Competitors or individuals not abiding by the CCPR Charter will be disqualified from the Competition. (Full details of the Charter are contained in the National Championships Rule book which can be downloaded from the RLSS website.
The 2011 Rule Book is on the RLSS web site, or to obtain this and entry forms, please contact me as above. Entry forms need to be filled in and sent back to me by 13th June 2011. (Please note the new rules regarding diving).
